Information about the Test of Basic Aviation Skills(TBAS)

(Formerly known as BAT)
***You must have taken your Air Force Officer Qualification Test (AFOQT) before you can take your TBAS Test!***  

Overview 

The TBAS is a computerized test battery. It is used as an aid in the selection of United States Air Force pilot candidates. TBAS scores are combined with the candidate's Air Force Officer Qualifying Test (AFOQT), pilot composite score and flying hours to produce a Pilot Candidate Selection Method (PCSM) score. The PCSM score provides a measure of a candidate's aptitude for pilot training. This PCSM score will be given to the pilot selection board along with other "whole-person concept" information to make decisions concerning pilot candidate selection.
Where do I test?

There are several locations across the United States to test.    Please visit 

https://pcsm.aetc.af.mil/BatInfoPage/BatInfo.htm  for the location nearest you.  For testers in the New England Region, the closest location is Hanscom AFB, MA.   

Travel to and from the test, lodging (if necessary), and meals are at your own expense.  There is no charge to take the test.
