SUBJECT:  Joint Specialized Undergraduate Pilot Training Application

Thank you for your interest in the 101st Air Refueling Wing Pilot Training Program.  Applications are accepted not earlier than three months prior to the board for KC-135 Joint Specialized Undergraduate Pilot Training (JSUPT).  Currently, the 101st ARW is accepting applications for FY2012. The cut-off date for applications is 15 July 2010.   The pilot selection process is very competitive.  We typically pick two primary and two alternate candidates each year.  
Please visit www.101ARW.ang.af.mil, click on “Careers”, scroll to  “Pilot Training” on the left, click on “application workbook” for complete details on how to apply.  
Each package received will be reviewed to identify qualified candidates.  There are several basic qualifications for JSUPT – they are:

1. Must be a college graduate with a Bachelors Degree,

2. Must enter training prior to age 30 (please note the year of the board you are applying for to make sure you won’t “age out” before you could attend training.  This will save you time preparing a package if you may already be outside the age that can be considered),  
3. Must be physically fit (must pass a commissioning and Flying Class I physical),

4. Must be mentally and morally qualified,

5. Must be a United States Citizen,

6. It is highly recommended that you hold a Private Pilot Certificate (or a student pilot certificate),

7. Must be between 64” – 76” tall (sitting height of 34-39”),

8. Must have vision within guidelines set by current Air Force directives,

9. Must have qualifying Air Force Officer Qualification Test (AFOQT) test scores, 

10. Must be able to obtain and maintain a Top Secret Security Clearance,

11. Must have taken the Test of Basic Aviation Skills (TBAS)

The items listed above are basic requirements.  Other forms required in your package, and information about the AFOQT and TBAS test, are listed in the Pilot Workbook at the link above.  

The Operations Group Commander will convene a screening board to identify those who will be interviewed.  When the board has identified the applicants for an interview, they will be notified.  While resumes and college transcripts are reviewed carefully, final selection is made based on the overall make-up of individuals who will be able to contribute to the unit, not only as a pilot, but also as an officer in the Maine Air National Guard.  

The next selection board will be held in August 2010.  You will be notified, if selected for an interview,  NLT two weeks prior to the JSUPT board date.  Please mail your package to arrive no later than 15 July 2010.   

INCOMPLETE PACKAGES WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED.   Travel to and from your interview is at your own expense.
